Ambassador Leon also paid courtesy call on Dr. The Hon. Godwin Friday, Leader of the Opposition,
Hon. Rochelle Forde, Speaker of the House of Assembly, and, H.E. Mr. José Manuel Leyva Ventura,
Ambassador of the Republic of Cuba and Dean of the Diplomatic Corps.

Ambassador Leon holds a Master’s Degree in Procedural Law and a Postgraduate Degree in
Mediation. Throughout her professional career, Ambassador Ledn has worked as a university
professor at the University of Panama (UP) and the Specialized University of the Americas
(UDELAYS); consultant for civil society organsations; trade union and labor advisor.
